HOW TO APPLY FOR A LOAN AT GLOBE
It is the policy of Globe Loan Company to make loans to individual consumers in amounts and for periods of time consistent with their character, stability of residence and employment, documented ability to make payments and available collateral.  Here are some tips to help you.
1.  Complete all sections of the credit application accurately.  We verify much of the information and errors, omissions and misstatements are going to hurt your chances.  Sign it.

Identification
2.  You will have to provide a copy of your drivers license and/or other forms of identification in order to protect your privacy rights and for Globe to meet their Patriot Act responsibilities.                

Employment/Income

3.  Provide copies of your most recent paystub from work and a copy of your previous year tax return.  We calculate a debt ratio based on this information to insure that you can afford the anticipated payment.

Residence
4.  Provide a complete copy of your most recent telephone bill including the billing name and address page.  It should be in your name at your stated residence.  We will accept a cell phone bill instead of a land line.  Prepaids do not suffice.

5.  If you rent, provide a copy of your rental agreement and last rent receipt as well as the landlord’s contact information.  Many times we will want to speak to the landlord for a reference.

or, if you are a homeowner, things that may be helpful your last mortgage or contract statement, showing the loan is current, and/or the closing statement, and/or the last property tax bill.

or, if you live in a mobile home, the lot rent agreement, last lot rent receipt and lot manager contact information will be helpful along with a photocopy of the title to the mobile home. 

6.  Provide the complete names and addresses of 5 personal references.  We have a form on which to do this.  We will often want to speak to 1 or 2 of these references.

Credit
7.   The general character of your credit file must be positive.  Current delinquencies, collections, suits for collection, foreclosure actions will usually preclude a new loan.  If you have had prior credit problems and resolved them, write an explanation of the circumstances relating to prior credit problems.  This should be thoughtful and provide Globe some insight into why this is unlikely to reoccur.  Be factual as errors, omissions and misstatements can hurt you here as well.  

Collateral
8.    Generally, loans will be secured by personal property.  On smaller loans this will often times be household goods, which you will be required to list and in some instances provide photos or sales receipts for their purchase.  Larger loans will require hard collateral, usually a motor vehicle.  The amount that is approved will relate to the NADA value of the car.   Globe will need to see the car and appraise its condition.  Globe will require comprehensive and collision insurance with a maximum $500 deductible.  If you have trouble obtaining insurance, Globe offers policy which can be included in your loan. We will also need your title and registration to record our lienholder interest in the vehicle.

Insurance

9.
Globe will require physical damage insurance on the loan collateral and has products which can  be included in the loan payment.  Globe also offers and recommends credit insurance covering life, disability and unemployment.
